This new venue will offer 

some great advantages. The show will be easily accessible to art-lovers, visiting tourists 

and shoppers for two weeks (May 4th ï 15th) which includes the Saturday before Motherôs 

Day, and the 3rd Saturday Art Walk.  And we will not have to arrange for sitters during 

the show.  Hurray!!   The slightly smaller dimensions of this gallery (as compared to the 

government center space) will  necessitate -  for this show only -  some changes to our 

entry requirements  including the number of  entries allowed, and a maximum size restric-

tion as noted on the entry information in this newsletter.   EDAC is also requesting a $250 

deposit for use of the space, of which we will receive $200 back at the end of the show.  To 

cover the $50 expense, we are making a very slight ($1) increase in the price per entry.  

The benefits of trying this new venue - a longer show, downtown exposure, and not having 

to sit the show ï we hope will outweigh any disadvantages of these temporary changes.  

EDAC has even arranged for local florists to create arrangements to enhance our artwork 

during the 2nd week of the show, so ñSpring Brillianceò it will be!  Get your pastels in action 

and plan to be part of it!  Further information including the show calendar and your Entry 

Form are included on pages 10 and 11.   Many thanks to show chair Gloria Vernon for 

coordinating this exhibition!
